· Spanish 3 
· VHL “Descubre 3” Text and Supersite resources, including video short subject “¡Adiós Mamá!”
· Lesson 3: Daily Life; using preterit and imperfect to talk about a personal experience in the past
· (Although the following assignments are based on 7-day rotating schedule during which time each class meets 4 times for 80 minutes, they can be adapted and spaced out to fit the needs of your students, your class and your schedule; it is expected that, over the time that students are working on this project, they would continue also to learn other material, be engaged in other activities in class and do other homework assignments.)

Descubre 3 – Lección 3: La vida diaria / hablar de una experiencia personal en el pasado
D minus 1: HW, before class
1. Think for a moment about the most ordinary, routine and mundane activities that are part of your daily life:  where do they take place?  With whom? Brainstorm for 3 minutes and write jot your ideas down 
2. Now, think about one of these ordinary activities that you’ve done at any time in the past:  tell about it in a short narrative paragraph
a. When was it?  Where were you and with whom? What day, what time was it?  How were you feeling at the time?  Distracted? Bored? Sad? What were you thinking about?
b. What happened, what did you do?  How did the incident end? What did you do afterwards?
D1:  In class
(Optional)   (According to your scheduling, class time and the needs of your students, you may wish to include some of the “greyed” activities before having students break off to work in pairs) 
· ad lib – review exercises, games: Lesson 3 vocabulary of daily life?  
· Introduce: How do we narrate events in the past? Presentation/review of preterit/imperfect
· Some short activities, practice of preterit/imperfect
· (Working in pairs: editing, identifying of tenses) Exchange paragraphs with a partner: look at your partner’s paragraph and…
· Identify and underline all of the verb tenses: preterit, imperfect, pluperfect
· Justify (or correct!) each tense choice
· (Optional: in class quick introduction and practice of vocabulary for film)
HW – for D2
· Now look at your paragraph again, and imagine inserting into your narrative something completely unexpected and outlandish that happened – it needn’t be more than two or three sentences:  what could it be?  How did you react?  What do we do, what do you do when the surprising and the unexpected invade our ordinary daily lives? [Your example does not have to be real!  Feel free to use your imagination and let’s see who can come up with the most outlandish, fun and creative example!] Post your paragraph to Discussion Board


(D2)
· (do other material on this day – to leave time for students to write and respond to Discussion Board)
HW – for D3 -
· Discussion Board: Read and comment on at least two of your classmates’ stories; (optional – skim them all and vote on the one you thought was the most outlandish, creative or funny…and explain why)
· View “¡Adiós mama!” (approximately 4 minutes – on Descubre 3 Supersite
· (Optional, according to level and needs of class: 
· [Advanced?] Write a few sentences commenting on why you think “¡Adiós mama!”  works: how does it challenge our perceptions and preconceptions?
· Give a few, short preliminary reflection/grammar/vocab questions or assign a few related activities on the Descubre 3 Supersite)

D3: In class
· Working in pairs, you will write a dialogue – a “screenplay” – that you will use to create and present a video short subject based on “¡Adiós Mamá!” You can follow either mamá, the “son”, or the cashier, imagining what happened next and how they explain to a friend what happened. For example: what did mamá do afterwards? Where did she go? / What happened to the man at the checkout? What did he do? How did he explain what just happened? / What did the cashier say to the manager, the police or a coworker in the break room to explain what happened?

· Work on your video with your partner

D4: In class
(Allow some class time as needed to work on and finish video)    SEE SAMPLE EVALUATION

HW for D5
· Post your finished video to class web site
· View your classmates’ videos (You may wish to do this in class – a few each day spread over several class meetings – or, for large classes, assign a certain number of videos to view, vote and comment on)
· Use Survey Monkey or any other similar method for students to vote on the “Mini-Oscars” for the class videos.  (Optional/Advanced: leave room for them to comment on each “award” by citing specific examples from the videos)
· Possible Categories:

· Best Grammar
· Best Acting
· Best Videography
· Best Sets and Costumes
· Funniest/saddest/most surprising
