All meetings will be held online, with biweekly frequency. Our aim is to increase participation from all around the world, in an effort to consolidate collaboration and foster productive contamination among neighboring disciplines. Meetings will be held on Wednesdays, at 1 pm CST. A complete calendar will be released during the winter break.
Our sessions will last about 90 minutes, and sufficient time shall be reserved for discussion. We will also gladly accept organized panels of two or more authors. We also welcome presentations by graduate students, as well as post-doc, faculty, and all aficionados.
